ARF Review: Hangar-9 Twist 3D 60

Some of you may have noticed that I've finally moved
on from SPAD airplanes to the more traditional
balsa/plywood planes again! My first two planes (both
balsa/plywood) lasted a combined total of about 13
flights, so | decided SPADs would be a better/cheaper
way to go for meto learn to fly. (SPAD = Simple Plagtic
Airplane Design, refers to planes built out of PVC
downspout and corrugated plastic, they are cheap and
durable). That plan worked well for me, but now that
I’m past the stage where | “dumb-thumb” my planesinto
the ground every 10 flights, and I’'m ready to go back to
better flying balsa/plywood ARFs!

One of the first ARFs | put together after my SPAD
experience was the Hangar-9 Twist 3D 60. I'm sure
many of you have seen and even flown the .40 size
Twist by Hangar-9. Not long ago, Hangar-9 came out
with a“Plug & Play” (PNP) version of the .40 size Twist
in a new color scheme (Plug & Play means it comes
RTF with everything but the TX and RX, and the plane
simply bolts together in a few minutes). Most recently,
Hangar-9 released a new .60 size version of the Twig, in
yet another color scheme (my favorite of the three),
Black, Red, & White. What's most amazing about this
new ARF, is that it is similar to the PNP planes that
Hangar-9 released... it just bolts together! This is the
most “completed” ARF | have ever seen! The wing is
one piece, the tail assembly simply bolts onto the back
of the fuselage, dl the control surfaces are aready
hinged, control horns and tail wheel are already installed
on the control surfaces, the control links are already
assembled, and the blind nuts for the wing bolts, landing
gear, and motor mount are aready installed! All you
have to do is drill the holes for your servo screws, install
your radio & servos, ingtall the pre-assembled fuel tank
into the compartment under the front hatch, bolt the
landing gear and engine mount onto the fuse, and drill
holes on the engine mount for your engine! Since the

control links are aready assembled, you just snap those
on and adjust the length by screwing the nylon end
connectorsin or out!

This ARF is designed to accept either anitro or electric
power system, and it comes complete with a traditional
nitro motor mount, AND an electric motor mounting
bracket. The front hatch is held closed with magnets, and
is designed to allow easy access to batteries for an
electric power system. The hatch also provides easy
access to the fuel tank and fuel lines for a nitro power
system.

| built mine with a Tower .75 engine, spinning an APC
14x6 prop, and Futaba S3004 servos (standard, BB
servos) for everything but the eevator, which has a
Futaba S3305 (high-torque, metal gear). With this
relatively inexpensive setup, the Twist 3D 60 is a blast
to fly... nice vertical performance, good roll rate, cool
Harrier landings... | love this thing!

The only thing | did to the ARF that was not listed in
the instructions was to paint the engine bay and front
compartment (housing the fuel tank) with some epoxy,
since it seemed that it wasn't fuel-proofed as well as |
would have liked. | also gobbed on some epoxy where
the landing gear bolts into the fuselage, to help it
withstand my “rough” landings a little better!

I highly recommend this plane to anyone looking for a
fun, inexpensive, quick-building 3D/Sport plane!
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ARF Review: Modeltech Mini Magic Extra

Not long after building the Twist 60, | put together this
cute little ARF, a .15/.20 (or 480 €lectric) size Mini
Magic Extra by Modeltech. Unlike the Twist 60, this
ARF requires the usual ARF construction... hinging,



aligning & gluing the tail, etc. Like the Twist 60, this
ARF was designed to be flown with either a nitro or
electric power system, and as such, it has a hatch on top
of the fuselage, behind the firewal, to alow for easy
access to batteries, speed controller, or fuel tank. It
comes with a nitro engine mount, an electric motor
mount, and a small 2.80oz fuel tank. The other nice
feature about this ARF is that it has a rear hatch under
the tail section of the fuselage, alowing easy access to
the rear for routing servo wires and mounting batteries
or receiver in the rear to achieve the proper CG for the
plane.

The manual specs a .15-.20 size nitro engine
(specifically recommending the Magnum .15 XL-A BB
engine) or a 480 sized brushless motor with a gear box.
Since the electric power systems | currently have would
not be quite powerful enough to fly this plane, | decided
to put the smallest nitro engine | had in it... an OS .25
FX. The only problem this larger engine posesis that the
flight time with such a small (2.80z) fuel tank is limited
to about 6 minutes. | tried finding a larger tank to cram
into the front compartment, but could find nothing that
would fit! | put the receiver and battery in the tail under
the rear hatch, and the plane balanced out nicely! I've
not yet installed the cowl... it was designed to screw
onto the front of the fuselage, but the larger engine puts
the drive washer farther forward than the instructions
spec, and will regquire me to glue some wood blocks onto
the firewall to screw the cowl on.

For radio equipment, | used Hitec HS-81 servos for
everything but the elevator, which has an HS-81MG
(metal gear version), a Hitec Electron-6 receiver, and a
650mAh four AAA cell battery pack.

This little plane really moves with the .25 SX in it! It
will scream vertical after takeoff, and theroll rateis even
faster than my Twist 60! The only annoying trait it hasis
its landing gear... the stock wire gear is “bouncy”, and
thetiny 1" wheels tend to get bogged down in crabgrass,
causing it to tip forward and stall the engine. This can be
easily remedied with some aftermarket landing gear.

So, if your looking for a small 3D/Sport plane, | highly
recommend this little guy from Modeltech!
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OOPS! of the Month

A club member who shall remain nameless was guilty of
that greatest of sins recently, when he did an almost
complete preflight.  After assembling his newly
acquired model, the anonymous person performed his

usual pre-flight range check, engine off. Had he then
repeated the same check with the engine on, this
wouldn't be the OOPS! of the Month! But no, our
fearless hero adlowed first flight nerves to overcome his
caution, and proceeded to take off.....without aileron
control. Needless to say, by thetimel....errrr....] mean
HE.. realized he had a problem, it was too late, and his
precious Extra was cartwheeling. In case you didn’t
figure it out by now, someone forgot to screw on the
control arm to the aileron servo before attaching the
wing to the airplane! So while the ailerons moved
normally pre-start, once that 4-stroke started running, the
control arm quickly vibrated off its servo....and the rest
is history. Remember to check your controls before and
after starting the engine!’ Ask me how | know.....
(PS—Thanks, John, for making my Extra“right” again!)
