2007 TCWS Swap Meet Update – Terry noted again that this year’s event was to be held March 31st instead of our usual date.  However, Lee Buskirk assured the club that he has confirmed our preferred date for next year’s swap meet (March 22nd, 2008).  Lee also requested all the help he could get to set up the day before the event.  In addition, Lee thanked John Messersmith for helping to hand out flyers at the Lebanon Swap Meet.  To date, 58 tables were left to be sold for this year’s event.

2007 TCWS Giant Scale Fun Fly – As reported at the previous meeting, the Quakertown club is having an IMAA sanctioned “Mini Fest” on Father’s Day weekend, and as a result, the members decided to cancel our Giant Scale Fun Fly which had been planned for the same weekend.  Walt pointed out that we never acquired a sanction for our event this year, which may have contributed to the confusion.  

2007 Bulk Fuel Buy- Terry Miller is taking orders for 15% nitro fuel…price is expected to be $12/gal if you provide your own containers.  The club will be buying (2) 55 gallon drums.  Whatever isn’t pre-sold will be available through the season on a first-come, first-served basis at a price to be decided.  Terry asked for a motion to approve the expense for the unsold fuel (around $400 at the time of the meeting).  Jim Pauley made the motion, and Walt Gladney seconded.  All members present then voted to approve the expense.  Members interested in pre-ordering  fuel should contact Terry Miller ASAP.

NEW BUSINESS   

New R/C Aircraft Club at Grim’s Field – Terry brought to the club’s attention that Rick Boyer and a few other TCWS members had been in contact with Jeff Grim, who is interested in closing down his golf course and allowing a model aircraft club back on his property.  TCWS was informally invited to move back to this field, and the idea was discussed among the Board of Directors.  Although the BOD ultimately decided not to make such a move, it was recognized that Rick, Lee, and several others will be pursuing this opportunity on their own, forming a new club in the process (The Windsor Castle Flyers).  This new club will be strictly Spread Spectrum field, so as to avoid frequency issues with our club, which is located less than 2 miles away from the proposed club.  

With the demise of our club’s Giant Scale Fun Fly this year,  Paul Hartley (through Terry Miller, who acted as his proxy at this meeting) suggested that we consider partnering with Windsor Castle Flyers on a Giant Scale event later in the year.  If the members agree, we could conceivably close down our field (or allow only 2.4ghz DSS flying only at our field) for the duration of the event and allow the 72mhz band to be used at Grim’s during the event.  If approved, TCWS members would help out with the event, and share in the proceeds.  This proposal is to allow Paul to pursue such a possibility with the officers of the new club.  Jim Pauley made the motion, Bud Wunder seconded, and (16) members voted in favor of such a partnership, with (1) member opposed.
